I gcás rialacháin breise  lena bhforordaítear  stiúrthóireachtaí ainmnithe  agus poist ainmnithe fhostaíochta  a bheith déanta i ndiaidh an 1 Eanáir 2011, beidh na treoirlínte maidir le stiúrthóireachtaí agus poist den sórt sin i bhfeidhm ón dáta a luaitear i gceachtar Aguisín 2 nó Aguisín 3 mar is cuí.
I gcás go ndéanfaidh an tAire Caiteachais Phoiblí agus Athchóirithe tuilleadh rialachán tar éis do na treoirlínte seo a bheith foilsithe, lena bhforordófar comhlachtaí poiblí, stiúrthóireachtaí ainmnithe agus/nó poist ainmnithe fostaíochta i gcomhlachtaí poiblí, ach nach ndéanfar aon athruithe substainteacha ar na ceanglais ó thaobh reachtaíochta faoi mar a leagtar amach thíos, ní dhéanfar athbhreithniú ar na treoirlínte. (2)(a) Section 20 shall apply to a statement under subsection (1)(a) with the modifications that the references in that section to section 19(3)(a)(i) shall be construed as references to subsection (1)(a), the references to the special advisership shall be construed as references to the office of Attorney General and with any other necessary adaptations.
(b) Subsection (2) of section 29 shall apply to the interests specified in subsection (1) (a) and to a person who holds the office of Attorney General as if the references in that subsection to sections 17 (1) (a), 18 (2) (a) and 19 (3) (a) (i) included references to subsection (1) (a) and with any other necessary adaptations.

(3) References in this section to the performance of a function of the office of Attorney General are references to the performance of the function by the holder of that office personally or by another person in pursuance of a direction given to the person, in relation to the particular matter concerned, by such holder personally or a person acting on behalf of and with the personal knowledge of such holder.

(4) Where a person who holds the office of Attorney General is a member—


(a) paragraph (a) of subsection (1) shall not apply to the person as respects the interests, during the period of the person's membership, of the persons specified in that paragraph, and


(b) paragraph (b) of that subsection shall not apply to the person during the period of the person's membership.

(b) Different amounts may be prescribed under paragraph (a) in relation to different categories of special adviser.


(4) An office holder shall, in respect of a person who acts or acted as a special adviser to him or her, lay the following documents before each House of the Oireachtas, that is to say—


(a) a copy of the contract, or a statement in writing of the terms and conditions, under which the person acts or acted as a special adviser,


(b) a copy of any statement under subsection (3) (a) (i) of the interests of the person furnished to the office holder,


(c) a statement as to whether the person is a relative of the office holder, and


(d) if subsection (3) applies to the person, a statement of the qualifications of the person relevant to his or her functions as a special adviser.

(6) There shall be deemed to be included in the terms on which a person who is acting as a special adviser to an office holder occupies the excluded position concerned or is employed under the contract for services concerned—

Statutory Instrument S.I. No. 645 of 2010 Ethics In Public Office (Prescribed Public Bodies, Designated Directorships of Public Bodies and Designated Positions in Public Bodies) (Amendment) (No 3) Regulations 2010 made under the Ethics in Public Office Act 1995 (No. 2 of 1995) (the 1995 Act), which updates S.I. No. 699 of 2004 and which came into operation on 1 January 2011, prescribes certain directorships and positions of employment in public bodies, under the First Schedule to the 1995 Act, as either "designated directorships" or "designated positions of employment", for the purposes of the Ethics legislation (i.e. the Ethics in Public Office Act 1995 and the Standards in Public Office Act 2001).

As provided for by Sections 17 and 18 of the 1995 Act, holders of designated directorships and occupiers of designated positions of employment must, where an interest is held by the person, or where the person has actual knowledge of the interests of his / her spouse or civil partner or child of the person or child of the spouse, which could materially influence the person in or in relation to the performance of his or her official functions, furnish a statement of those interests to the officer of the body (for designated directors) or to the relevant authority for the position (for occupiers of designated positions of employment). The officers of the body for designated directorships and the relevant authorities for designated positions of employment in each of the public bodies listed in the Schedule to S.I. No. 645 of 2010 are specified below. Interests are those defined in the Second Schedule to the 1995 Act.

Persons holding designated directorships are also required to furnish a copy of any statement of interests to the Standards in Public Office Commission, 18 Lower Leeson St., Dublin, 2.
Please note that:

· regulation 2 of S.I. No. 678 of 2006 amended regulation 4 of S.I. No. 699 of 2004 to provide that the prescription of directorships as “designated directorships” does not apply where the holder of the directorship holds the office of a judge of any court;

· in addition to the designated positions of employment specifically listed in the schedule below, under regulation 5 of S.I. No. 699 of 2004, every position of employment in any of the public bodies listed hereunder, in respect of which the maximum salary for the position is not less than the maximum salary of a principal (general service grade, class B PRSI) in the Civil Service, is prescribed as a designated position of employment;
